Epistle Reading—Galatians 1:11-19

Brethren, I would have you know that the Gospel, which was preached by me, is not
man's gospel. For I did not receive it from man, nor was I taught it, but it came through a reve-
lation of Jesus Christ. For you have heard of my former life in Judaism, how I persecuted the
Church of God violently and tried to destroy it; and I advanced in Judaism beyond many of my
own age among my people, so extremely zealous was I for the traditions of my fathers. But
when He who had set me apart before I was born, and had called me through His grace, was
pleased to reveal His Son to me, in order that I might preach Him among the Gentiles. I did
not confer with flesh and blood, nor did I go up to Jerusalem to those who were apostles before

When the wise men had departed, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph in a
dream and said, "Rise, take the Child and His mother, and flee to Egypt, and remain there till
I tell you; for Herod is about to search for the Child, to destroy Him." And he rose and took
the Child and His mother by night, and departed to Egypt, and remained there until the death
of Herod.

Then Herod, when he saw that he had been tricked by the wise men, was in a furious
rage, and he sent forth and killed all the male children in Bethlehem and in all that region,
who were two years old or under, according to the time which he had ascertained from the
wise men.
