BLESSING OF THE PALMS

Troparion for Palm Sunday
O Christ God, when we were buried with Thee in Baptism, we became deserving of Thy
Resurrection to Immortal Life. Wherefore we praise Thee, crying: Hosanna in the highest!
Blessed is He who comes in the Name of the Lord.

FIRST ANTIPHON verses with refrain: (Psalm 114/115)

Vs.  Tam well content: for the Lord will hear the voice of my supplication.
Refrain: Through the intercessions of the Theotokos, O Savior, save us.
Vs.  Tribulations and sorrow have I found; and I called on the name of the Lord. [Refrain]
Vs.  Glory...now & ever... [Refrain]
[The children will line up in the back of the church for the procession.|

SECOND ANTIPHON verses & refrain (Psalm 115/116)

Vs. I believed, therefore have I spoken: But I have been humbled exceedingly.

Refrain: O Son of God, Who sat on a colt, save us who sing to Thee,
Alleluia.

Vs.  What shall I render to the Lord for all He has rendered to me? [Refrain]
Vs. My vows will I pay unto the Lord, in the presence of His people. [Refrain]

Glory to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit;
now and ever, and unto ages of ages. Amen.




Only Begotten Son and immortal Word of God who for our salvation didst will to be incar-
nate of the holy Theotokos and ever-virgin Mary, who without change didst become man and
wast crucified, O Christ our God, trampling down death by death, who art one of the Holy
Trinity, glorified with the Father and the Holy Spirit: save us!

As the children line up in two rows in the center aisle, we sing:

THE GOSPEL READING
John 12:1-18

Six days before the Passover, Jesus came to Bethany, where Lazarus who had died was,
whom Jesus had raised from the dead. There they made him a supper; Martha served, and Laz-
arus was one of those at table with him. Mary took a pound of costly ointment of pure nard and
anointed the feet of Jesus and wiped His feet with her hair; and the house was filled with the
fragrance of the ointment. But Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son, one of His disciples [he who was to
betray Jesus] said, "Why was this ointment not sold for three hundred denarii and given to the
poor?" This he said, not because he cared for the poor but because he was a thief, and as he had
the moneybox he used to take what was put into it. Jesus said, "Let her alone, let her keep it for
the day of My burial. The poor you always have with you, but you do not always have Me."

When the great crowd of the Jews learned that He was there, they came, not only on ac-
count of Jesus but also to see Lazarus, whom Jesus had raised from the dead. So the chief
priests planned to put Lazarus also to death, because on account of him many of the Jews were
going away and believing in Jesus.

The next day a great crowd who had come to the feast heard that Jesus was coming to
Jerusalem. So they took branches of palm trees and went out to meet him, crying, "Hosanna!
Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord, the King of Israel!" And Jesus found a
young donkey and sat upon it; as it is written, "Fear not, daughter of Zion; behold, your King is
coming, sitting on a donkey's colt!"

His disciples did not understand this at first; but when Jesus was glorified, then they re-
membered that this had been written of him and had been done to him. The crowd that had
been with Jesus when He called Lazarus out of the tomb and raised him from the dead bore wit-
ness. The reason why the crowd went to meet Jesus was that they heard He had done this sign.

LITURGY OF THE FAITHFUL

Hymn to the Mother of God (Meglynarion)

Let us magnify Christ with palms and branches, singing: Blessed is He Who comes in the name
of the Lord.

Like the children with the palms of victory, we cry out to
Thee, O Vanquisher of death: Hosanna in the highest! Blessed is He who comes in the
name of the Lord.

Thanksgiving Prayers after Communion

At the end of the Divine Liturgy, we offer the prayers of thanksgiving for having re-
ceived the Body and Blood of Christ. These beautiful prayers help us to reflect on the
mystery in which we have just partaken, and prepare us for our transition back into the
“world.” We invite you to listen to these beautiful prayers during and after the venera-
tion of the cross at the end of the service, and ask that you show courtesy to those who
are remaining to hear the prayers in their entirety by waiting until the blessing of
the food at Coffee Hour to eat and socialize.

A message from Fr. Symeon...

Making a Lenten Confession:

The Church teaches us to ready ourselves for Pascha by making a confession during
Great Lent and to do so before Holy Unction on Holy Wednesday evening. Use

the ascesis and time of Lent to prepare yourself to make a confession. Please contact Fr.
Symeon, Fr. Nicholas, Fr. John Carrillo, or Fr. John Finley to schedule a time to make
your lenten confession.

Please note that the opportunity for confession during Matins on Sunday will be limited,
a priest may or may not be available, and needs to return to the Altar by the Great Dox-
ology. Regular confession availability will be kept after Great Vespers on Saturdays,
however, all other confessions should be made by appointment.

Note about Communion:

If you are going to partake of the precious body and blood of Jesus Christ, please stand
in line with your arms crossed right over left on your chest and when you are about to
partake say, “The servant of God...” and your baptismal name. The safest way to par-
take of Holy Communion is for the communicant to close their mouth fully on the
spoon. This avoids nearly all possibility of accidents. However, if you prefer not to par-
take in this way, open your mouth wide and tilt your head back and the priest will turn
over the spoon in your mouth to give you Communion.




The feast of Christ’s triumphal Entry into Jerusalem, Paim Sunday, is
one of the twelve major feasts of the Church. On this day, the Church celebrates Jesus’ tri-
umphal entrance into Jerusalem on the back of a young donkey in the days before the Jewish
Passover and after the miracle of raising Lazarus from the dead. The biblical description of
Palm Sunday is mentioned in all four Gospels (Mark 11:1-10 Matthew 21:1-11; Luke 19:28-
38; and John 12:12-18). The church building continues to be vested in resurrectional splen-
dor, filled with hymns which continually repeat the Hosanna offered to Christ as the Messiah
-King who comes in the name of God the Father for the salvation of the world. At Matins,
palm branches are blessed which the people carry throughout the liturgy as the sign of their
own glorification of Jesus as Saviour and King. We take these blessed palms home to adorn
our icon corners throughout Holy Week and the rest of the year.

Palm Sunday 2022
'To be read from the pulpit and printed in the bulletin.
Brother Hierarchs, Reverend Clergy, and Beloved Faithful in Chuist:

Joyous festal greetings to you in the name of our Savior Jesus Christ! Today we celebrate the
triumphal entry of Him who came “in the name of the Lord” to redeem us (Matthew 21:9).
We enter the commemoration of His sufferings with shouts of victory, for we know that the
forces of evil are no match for Him. Yet let us be careful to cling to our Faith and remain
faithful to our King, not imitating the treachery of those who shout “Hosanna” today and
then “Crucify Him” on Friday. Instead, let us continue to shout in praise of Him even as He
leads us down the road to Golgotha, and let us be willing to suffer there with Him so that we
might also be raised with Him.

As has been our custom for many years, today we remember our Father in Christ, Patriarch
JOHN X, and all our brothers and sisters of the Patriarchate of Antioch, especially thgse in
its historic homeland of the Middle East. Christians there know the path of suffering better
than most of us, as they have endured decades of wars, leading to countless deaths, crippling
destruction, and economic collapse. Yet they do not give up, but through the humanitarian
work of our patriarchate, they continue to minister compassionately to the needs of those

around them, caring for Christ by caring for “the least of these” (Matthew 25:40).

Once again, 1 ask you to donate generously in support of our patriarchate and its
humanitarian work. Through our gifts we show our solidarity with those who are keeping
the Christian Faith alive in these apostolic and historic places by practicing the love that
defines followers of our Lord Jesus (John 13:35). By helping them, we share in this beautiful
work and show that Christ’s love still burns within our own hearts.
