THE EPISTLE READING
Acts 20:16-18, 28-36
In those days, Paul had decided to sail past Ephesus, so that he might not have to spend
time in Asia; for he was hastening to be at Jerusalem, if possible, on the day of Pentecost.
And from Miletus he sent to Ephesus and called to him the elders of the church. And when
they came to him, he said to them:

“Take heed to yourselves and to all the flock, in which the Holy Spirit has made
you overseers, to care for the Church of God which He obtained with the blood of His own
Son. Iknow that after my departure fierce wolves will come in among you, not sparing the
flock; and from among your own selves will arise men speaking perverse things, to draw
away the disciples after them. Therefore be alert, remembering that for three years I did
not cease night or day to admonish everyone with tears. And now I commend you to God
and to the word of His grace, which is able to build you up and to give you the inheritance
among all those who are sanctified.

THE GOSPEL READING
John 17:1-13

At that time, Jesus lifted up His eyes to heaven and said, "Father, the hour has come; glori-
fy Thy Son that the Son may glorify Thee, since Thou hast given Him power over all flesh,
to give eternal life to all whom Thou hast given Him. And this is eternal life, that they
know Thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom Thou hast sent. I glorified Thee on
earth, having accomplished the work which Thou gavest Me to do; and now, Father, glori-
fy Thou Me in Thy own presence with the glory which I had with Thee before the world
was made.”

But now I am coming to
Thee; and these things I speak in the world, that they may have My joy fulfilled in them-
selves.”

HOLY COMMUNION
In the Orthodox Church, the sacrament of Communion is offered only to Christians who are baptized
in the name of the Trinity and chrismated into the Orthodox Faith. Non-Orthodox believers may ap-
proach the chalice for a blessing and the blessed bread instead of the Eucharist. So that the priest
is aware of this, please just say,
“Father, bless” when you get to the chalice.

Thanksgiving Prayers after Communion
At the end of the Divine Liturgy, we offer the prayers of thanksgiving for having received the Body and Blood of Christ.
These beautiful prayers help us to reflect on the mystery in which we have just partaken, and prepare us for our transition
back into the “world.” We invite you to listen to these beautiful prayers during and after the veneration of the cross at the
end of the service, and ask that you show courtesy to those who are remaining to hear the prayers in their entirety by wait-
ing until Coffee Hour to socialize.
