GREAT LITANY

FIRST ANTIPHON—Psalm verses with refrain

Vs.  Itis good to give praise unto the Lord, and to chant unto Thy name, O Most High;
To proclaim Thy mercy in the morning, and Thy truth by night. [Refrain]

Refrain: Through the intercessions of the Theotokos, O Savior, save us.
Vs.  Upright is the Lord our God, and there is no unrighteousness in Him. [Refrain]

Vs.  Glory...now & ever...Amen. [Refrain]

SECOND ANTIPHON—Psalm verses with refrain

Vs.  The Lord is King, He is clothed with majesty; the Lord is clothed with strength and
hath girded Himself.

EPISTLE READING
Timothy 1:8-18 (For St. Eleutherios)

Timothy, my son, do not be ashamed then of testifying to our Lord, nor of me his pris-
oner, but share in suffering for the gospel in the power of God, Who saved us and called us
with a holy calling, not in virtue of our works but in virtue of his own purpose and the grace
which he gave us in Christ Jesus ages ago, and now has manifested through the appearing of
our Savior Christ Jesus, Who abolished death and brought life and immortality to light
through the gospel. For this gospel I was appointed a preacher and apostle and teacher, and
therefore I suffer as I do. But I am not ashamed, for I know Whom I have believed, and I am
sure that He is able to guard until that Day what has been entrusted to me. Follow the pattern
of the sound words which you have heard from me, in the faith and love which are in Christ
Jesus; guard the truth that has been entrusted to you by the Holy Spirit Who dwells within us.
You are aware that all who are in Asia turned away from me, and among them Phygelos and
Hermogenes. May the Lord grant mercy to the household of Onesiphoros, for he often re-
freshed me; he was not ashamed of my chains, but when he arrived in Rome he searched for
me eagerly and found me. May the Lord grant him to find mercy from the Lord on that Day
and you well know all the service he rendered at Ephesus.

HOLY COMMUNION
In the Orthodox Church, the sacrament of Communion is offered only to Christians who are baptized
in the name of the Trinity and chrismated into the Orthodox Faith. Non-Orthodox believers may ap-
proach the chalice for a blessing and the blessed bread instead of the Eucharist. So that the priest
is aware of this, please just say,
“Father, bless” when you get to the chalice.

Thanksgiving Prayers after Communion
At the end of the Divine Liturgy, we offer the prayers of thanksgiving for having re-
ceived the Body and Blood of Christ. These beautiful prayers help us to reflect on the
mystery in which we have just partaken, and prepare us for our transition back into the
“world.” We invite you to listen to these beautiful prayers during and after the venera-
tion of the cross at the end of the service, and ask that you show courtesy to those who

A GUIDE TO PARISH ETIQUETTE

In the coming months, we will be sharing information from a booklet on Parish Etiquette,
published by our Archdiocese through Ancient Faith Publishing. The information is a guide
meant for personal reflection, not as a means of judging others. Keep in mind that there are
different traditions even among the Orthodox faithful. We come to church to pray and wor-
ship God above all else, and that should be our only focus.

LIGHTING OF CANDLES

It is a pious Orthodox tradition to light candles for personal petitions and intercessions when
entering the church. Most parishes have designated candle stands or holders for these can-
dles. It is not proper to light candles at certain times during the service—generally the
same times when you should not enter the church, such as during the Little and Great En-
trances, when the priest is censing the icons and congregation or giving the homily, or during
the reading of the Epistle or Gospel. The candles should be allowed to burn all the way
down without being extinguished early, since the burning candle symbolizes our prayers ris-
ing to heaven and the light of Christ in our midst. Please do not allow young children to
light candles alone, for safety reasons. It is customary to make a donation for each candle.
