And His gifts were that some should be apostles, some 
prophets, some evangelists, some pastors and teachers, to equip the saints for the work of min-
istry, for building up the body of Christ, until we all attain to the unity of the faith and of the 
knowledge of the Son of God, to mature manhood, to the measure of the stature of the fullness 
of Christ.

in the name of the Trinity and chrismated into the Orthodox Faith.  Non-Orthodox believers  may 

approach the chalice for a blessing and the blessed bread instead of the Eucharist. So that the 
priest is aware of this, please just say, 

“Father, bless” when you get to the chalice.

At the end of the Divine Liturgy, we offer the prayers of thanksgiving for having received the Body 
and Blood of Christ.  These beautiful prayers help us to reflect on the mystery in which we have just 
partaken, and prepare us for our transition back into the “world.”  We invite you to listen to these 
beautiful prayers during and after the veneration of the cross at the end of the service, and ask that 
you show courtesy to those who are remaining to hear the prayers in their entirety by waiting until 
Coffee Hour to socialize.
