EPISTLE READING
Galatians 2:16-20

Brethren, you know that a man is not justified by works of the Law but through faith
in Jesus Christ. Even we have believed in Christ Jesus, in order to be justified by faith in
Christ, and not by works of the Law, because by works of the Law shall no one be justified.
But if, in our endeavor to be justified in Christ, we ourselves were found to be sinners, is
Christ then an agent of sin? Certainly not! But if I build up again those things which I tore
down, then I prove myself a transgressor. For I through the Law died to the Law, that I might
live to God. I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ Who lives
in me; and the life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, Who loved me and

GOSPEL READING

At that time, a lawyer stood up to put Jesus to the test, saying, “Teacher, what shall I
do to inherit eternal life?” Jesus said to him, “What is written in the Law? How do you
read?” And the lawyer answered, “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and
with all your soul, and with all your strength, and with all your mind; and your neighbor as
yourself.” And Jesus said to him, “You have answered right; do this, and you will live.” But
the lawyer, desiring to justify himself, said to Jesus, “And who is my neighbor?” Jesus re-
plied, “A man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and he fell among robbers, who
stripped him and beat him, and departed, leaving him half dead. Now by chance a priest was
going down that road; and when he saw him he passed by on the other side. So likewise a
Levite, when he came to the place and saw him, passed by on the other side. But a Samaritan,
as he journeyed, came to where he was; and when he saw him, he had compassion, and went
to him and bound up his wounds, pouring on oil and wine; then he set him on his own beast
and brought him to an inn, and took care of him. And the next day he took out two denarii
and gave them to the innkeeper, saying, ‘Take care of him; and whatever more you spend, I
will repay you when I come back.” Which of these three, do you think, proved neighbor to
the man who fell among the robbers?” The lawyer said, “The one who showed mercy on
him.” And Jesus said to him, “Go and do likewise.”

HOMILY
Meglynarion—Hymn to the Mother of God
It is truly meet to bless you, O Theotokos, ever blessed and most pure and the Mother of our
God. More honorable than the Cherubim, and more glorious beyond compare than the Sera-
phim. Without defilement you gave birth to God the Word. True Theotokos, we magnify
you.

Communion Hymn
Praise the Lord from the heavens; praise Him in the highest! (Ps 148:1) Alleluia!

HOLY COMMUNION
In the Orthodox Church, the sacrament of Communion is offered only to Christians who are baptized
in the name of the Trinity and chrismated into the Orthodox Faith. Non-Orthodox believers may ap-
proach the chalice for a blessing and the blessed bread instead of the Eucharist. So that the priest
is aware of this, please just say,
“Father, bless” when you get to the chalice.

Thanksgiving Prayers after Communion
At the end of the Divine Liturgy, we offer the prayers of thanksgiving for having received the Body and Blood of
Christ. These beautiful prayers help us to reflect on the mystery in which we have just partaken, and prepare us
for our transition back into the “world.” We invite you to listen to these beautiful prayers during and after the
veneration of the cross at the end of the service, and ask that you show courtesy to those who are remaining to
hear the prayers in their entirety by waiting until Coffee Hour to socialize.

$3,167,000 at a fixed rate of 4.74%, fully amortized over 20 years. The new month- [§
Ly payment of $20,555 is $665 less than our previous payment. The Pasado Road
house was removed from the loan collateral and we now own it free and clear of
any debt.
