HOLY COMMUNION
In the Orthodox Church, the sacrament of Communion is offered only to Orthodox Christians who have
prepared to receive. Non-Orthodox believers and others may approach the chalice for a blessing and
the blessed bread instead of the Eucharist. So that the priest is aware of this, please just say,
“Father, bless” when you get to the chalice.

At the conclusion of Matins, we sing the Great Doxology
followed by the Matins Dismissal Troparion

GREAT LITANY

FIRST ANTIPHON—Psalm verses with refrain

Vs.  Itis good to give praise unto the Lord, and to chant unto Thy name, O Most High;
To proclaim Thy mercy in the morning, and Thy truth by night. [Refrain]

Refrain: Through the intercessions of the Theotokos, O Savior, save us.
Vs.  Upright is the Lord our God, and there is no unrighteousness in Him. [Refrain]

Vs.  Glory...now & ever...Amen. [Refrain]

Brethren, it was fitting that we should have such a High Priest, holy, blameless, un-
stained, separated from sinners, exalted above the heavens. He has no need, like those high
priests, to offer sacrifices daily, first for his own sins and then for those of the people; He did
this once for all when He offered up Himself. Indeed, the law appoints men in their weakness
as high priests, but the word of the oath, which came later than the law, appoints a Son Who
has been made perfect forever. Now the point in what we are saying is this: we have such a
High Priest, one Who is seated at the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in heaven, a min-
ister in the sanctuary and the true tent which is set up not by man but by the Lord.

At that time, a lawyer stood up to put Jesus to the test, saying, “Teacher, what shall I do
to inherit eternal life?” Jesus said to him, “What is written in the Law? How do you read?”
And the lawyer answered, “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all
your soul, and with all your strength, and with all your mind; and your neighbor as yourself.”
And Jesus said to him, “You have answered right; do this, and you will live.” But the lawyer,
desiring to justify himself, said to Jesus, “And who is my neighbor?” Jesus replied, “A man was
going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and he fell among robbers, who stripped him and beat
him, and departed, leaving him half dead. Now by chance a priest was going down that road,
and when he saw him he passed by on the other side. So likewise a Levite, when he came to the
place and saw him, passed by on the other side. But a Samaritan, as he journeyed, came to
where he was; and when he saw him, he had compassion, and went to him and bound up his
wounds, pouring on oil and wine; then he set him on his own beast and brought him to an inn,
and took care of him. And the next day he took out two denarii and gave them to the innkeeper,
saying, ‘Take care of him; and whatever more you spend, I will repay you when I come back.’
Which of these three, do you think, proved neighbor to the man who fell among the robbers?”
The lawyer said, “The one who showed mercy on him.” And Jesus said to him, “Go and do like-
wise.”

NEW COMPOSITION OF DIVINE LITURGY IN CHINESE

In the summer of 2021, Ancient Faith Ministries birthed a new global outreach
initiative dedicated to the translation of Orthodox Christian resources and native
media content creation. With the support of donors, our friend, composer Nazo
Zakkak, partnered with the head of Ancient Faith's Chinese Language Division to
translate and compose a new setting of the Divine Liturgy in Mandarin Chinese.
(Nazo lived here in Santa Barbara for a time in 2013 and composed a number of
hymns specifically for our choir during that time.)

You can watch the behind the scenes process of composing the Cherubic Hymn
and the rehearsing for a demo recording, done in a workshop setting in March of
2022. Our Khouria, Cayce Halsell, participated in this workshop and recording,
as did our former choir members, Isabel Kosic and Nancy Gilbert. May the pro-
ject be blessed!

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St. John Chrysostom (cir. 347 — 438 A.D.) was an important Early Church Fa-
ther who served as archbishop of Constantinople. He is known for

his preaching and public speaking, his denunciation of abuse of authority by both eccle-
siastical and political leaders, his Divine Liturgy of Saint John Chrysostom, and

his ascetic sensibilities. The epithet Chrysostomos, (anglicized as Chrysostom) means
"golden-mouthed" in Greek and denotes his celebrated eloquence. St. John was among
the most prolific authors in the early Christian Church, although both Origen of Alexan-
dria and Augustine of Hippo exceeded Chrysostom.

He is honoured as a saint in the Oriental Orthodox, Eastern Ortho-

dox, Catholic, Anglican, and Lutheran churches, as well as in some others. We Ortho-
dox hold him in special regard as one of the Three Holy Hierarchs (alongside Basil the
Great and Gregory of Nazianzus). Because the date of his death is occupied by the feast
of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross (14 September), Saint John’s celebration was trans-
ferred to November 13. He is also celebrated on January 27 and January 30.
