THE GOSPEL READING
John 12:1-18

Six days before the Passover, Jesus came to Bethany, where Lazarus who had died was, whom
Jesus had raised from the dead. There they made him a supper; Martha served, and Lazarus was one of
those at table with him. Mary took a pound of costly ointment of pure nard and anointed the feet of Je-
sus and wiped His feet with her hair; and the house was filled with the fragrance of the ointment. But
Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son, one of His disciples [he who was to betray Jesus] said, "Why was this oint-
ment not sold for three hundred denarii and given to the poor?" This he said, not because he cared for
the poor but because he was a thief, and as he had the moneybox he used to take what was put into it.
Jesus said, "Let her alone, let her keep it for the day of My burial. The poor you always have with you,
but you do not always have Me."



When the great crowd of the Jews learned that He was there, they came, not only on account of
Jesus but also to see Lazarus, whom Jesus had raised from the dead. So the chief priests planned to put
Lazarus also to death, because on account of him many of the Jews were going away and believing in
Jesus.

The next day a great crowd who had come to the feast heard that Jesus was coming to Jerusa-
lem. So they took branches of palm trees and went out to meet him, crying, "Hosanna! Blessed is He
who comes in the name of the Lord, the King of Israel!" And Jesus found a young donkey and sat upon
it; as it is written, "Fear not, daughter of Zion; behold, your King is coming, sitting on a donkey's colt!"

His disciples did not understand this at first; but when Jesus was glorified, then they remem-
bered that this had been written of him and had been done to him. The crowd that had been with Jesus
when He called Lazarus out of the tomb and raised him from the dead bore witness. The reason why the
crowd went to meet Jesus was that they heard He had done this sign.

Let us
magnify Christ with palms and branches, singing: Blessed is He Who comes in the name of the Lord.

Like the children with the palms of victory, we cry out to Thee, O Vanquisher of death: Ho-
sanna in the highest! Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord.

AT THE END OF THE LITURGY there will be a procession OUTSIDE with the palms.

Holy Communion & The Thanksgiving Prayers

In the Orthodox Church, the Sacrament of Communion is offered only to Orthodox Christians
who have humbly prepared to receive through prayer and a recent Sacramental Confession.

Non-Orthodox people and those not communing today may approach during Commun-
ion for a priestly blessing by saying, “Father, bless.” After this you may take a piece of
antidoron (blessed bread) offered in the bowls.

If you are interested in joining the One Holy Catholic and Apostolic Church, speak with our
Pastor about how to become an Orthodox Christian.

At the conclusion of the Divine Liturgy, we offer Thanksgiving Prayers for having received
the body and blood of Christ. These beautiful prayers help us to reflect on the mystery in
which we have partaken and prepare us for our transition from the Kingdom back into “the
world.” If you have partaken, stay to listen to these prayers after you have venerated the cross.
Immediately after, the priest will bless the Agape Meal. We ask that all your socializing
take place outside of the church.
