And from 
Miletus he sent to Ephesus and called to him the elders of the church.  And when they came to 
him, he said to them:  
 “Take heed to yourselves and to all the flock, in which the Holy Spirit has made you 
overseers, to care for the Church of God which He obtained with the blood of His own Son.  I 
know that after my departure fierce wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock; and 
from among your own selves will arise men speaking perverse things, to draw away the disciples 
after them.

You yourselves know that these hands ministered to 
my necessities, and to those who were with me.  In all things I have shown you that by so toiling 
one must help the weak, remembering the words of the Lord Jesus, how He said,  ‘It is more 
blessed to give than to receive.'"

THE GOSPEL READING
